Here are some maths activities for Nursery children to try over the summer. Have fun!
	Use two colours to make a repeating pattern

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Make number cards 1 to 6 and write or draw 6 different exercises on another set of cards.  Take turns to turn one number and one exercise card over to see what you have to do e.g. Do 6 star jumps!
	Can you find some heavy things and some light things?  Are they different sizes?
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	Draw shapes – circle, triangle, square, rectangle – in flour, sand or cornflour
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	Build a tower using 10 bricks.  Challenge yourself to build a taller tower. How many bricks did you use?
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	Make shape cards and spread them around a room or garden.  Listen carefully as your grown up gives you instructions e.g. “Run to the shape with 3 pointy corners” 
	Use playdough to make numbers 1 to 6 and the correct number of balls to go with each number.

	Sort objects according to their size and shape

	Use body percussion to make a pattern e.g. Clap, stamp, clap, stamp.  How many different patterns can you come up with? 

	Find some containers and enjoy some water play.  Can you empty them, make them half full or fill them up?
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	Draw three targets in your garden and label them 1, 2 and 3.  Throw an object into the targets and add the numbers to keep score.
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	Collect different items in your home and put them in size or height order
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	Make number cards 1 to 10 and spread them around your room or garden. When a grown up calls out a number, run, hop, crawl or jump to the correct card!

	Go and find 5 objects.  Who in your family is the quickest? Count the objects.  Play again with different numbers
