Aims of our Sports Premium Spending 2025/26

Continued Professional Development for all teaching staff through working with Community Coaching.
Inter-school development
Increased activity at playtimes and lunchtime.

Professional development for all teaching staff
 Every year group in school will have half a term each term working with Patrick Fotheringham from Luctonians Community Coaching. These sessions will be focused on agreed specific skills or sports. Class teachers will ‘team teach’ with Mr. Fotheringham and support with lesson aims/unit outcomes.

Learning enhancement and pupil voice
In addition, the ‘sports premium’ money will support the work of our ‘sports council’ (through prizes) who will be asked to represent their class when discussing PE and active playtime developments. They will be tasked with running whole school competitions every term during lunchtimes and playtimes.

Increased active play
In addition to purchasing new play equipment to support active choices at playtimes and lunchtimes the ‘sports council’ will be tasked with supporting the development of this. Introducing in the winter term the ‘Santa dash’ as a key active day, in the spring alongside the FKPS potentially the ‘bunny run’ as an event and helping with sports day in KS1/EYFS. They are also introducing physical playtime challenges and each term with prizes being funded to encourage participation. Our LST team are also part of our encouragement to be active and identify key equipment which can support with this.

Inter-school development
We have continued to invest Sports Premium money towards some of the costs of transport when we compete at competitions and festivals. In previous years this has helped us to be part of a large cross country event, county games and tournaments and friendly matches against local schools.
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Our ‘Community coaching’ support has also helped us to prepare for these tournaments and by having a focus sport during our half termly units of work we have been able to select different children for some of our teams.
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
