	In year 6 we need to be able to use times tables confidently and therefore the class will be tested on a weekly basis. Year 6 also needs to consolidate number bonds up to 1000.
Please help your child by:

· Helping with any homework.

· Learning times tables.

· Learning number bonds by heart.

· Show your child how maths is used in everyday life, e.g. shopping, map reading, weighing food, people and measuring liquids (litres and millilitres) and length(m and m).
